Discard scraps

Scrape large food particles
off (e.g. bones, fruit stones)
and remove any foreign
objects (e.g. toothpicks

strings, paper).

Load dishes carefully

To help with wash
performance,

arrange dishes so they are
evenly spaced and not
nesting.

Check spray arm(s) are
mounted correctly and
can rotate fully around

Check the spray arm is
mounted correctly by
physically rotating it
around with your hand.

Before a wash, ensure there
are no items blocking the
spray arm(s) from rotating.

DOS AND DON’TS OF LOADING

Sha.rp or pointed items must be placed
twoflzontally or with sharp edges/points
facing down to avoid risk of injury.

A neatly arranged load with evenly
spaced dishes helps wash performance.

Ensure there is enough space between
plates. Mix spoons, knives and forks

within the cutlery basket to prevent
them from nesting.

Ensure that water reaches all
items on the racks.

Overcrowding reduces wash
performance.
